In 2009, the State Department of Education ceased the use of the Developmental Reading As-
ǎŜǎǎƳŜƴǘ ό5w!ύΦ  Lƴ ƛǘΩǎ ǇƭŀŎŜΣ ǘƘŜ DŀǘŜǎ-MacGinitie Reading Tests were implemented for the 
first year.  The  Gates-MacGinitie  measures word knowledge, comprehension, and word de-
coding.  This assessment is administered to groups of children where the DRA was adminis-
tered to individual children.  Below is the percent of children in Grade 2 that met and  
exceeded the standard. 
 

Vermont Developmental Reading Assessment (VT-DRA) Results 
 
The Vermont Developmental Reading Assessment (VT-DRA) is an individually administered, standards-based 
reading assessment given to every student in Vermont at the end of second grade.  Students read aloud and re-
tell selected short books.  Teachers score the oral reading for accuracy and the retelling for comprehension.  
Teachers then determine the highest range of text difficulty at which students read with both accuracy and com-
prehension. 
 
The percentages listed below indicated the combination of students who achieved the  
standard and achieved that standard with honors for Porters Point School and the State of  
Vermont.
