
There are a handful of students at
the high school that have participated
in an extracurricular activity that is far
different than any other. Colchester
Center Fire, Colchester Rescue, and
Malletts Bay Fire have opened up mag-
nificient learning opportunities for
some students at Colchester High
School. These students are a part of
the community helping others in their
free time whether it be riding along,
helping with an ambulance crew, or
riding with the fire department going
on many different types of calls.

Currently, there are five rescue jun-
ior members, four of whom are sen-
iors. They are assigned to one crew
and spend roughly four hours a week
on this crew.

Junior Members on Colchester
Rescue go on calls ranging from car-
diac arrest to car accidents, as well as
help their crews with what needs to
be done while taking care of patients.

Although there is downtime, the
time spent on Colchester Rescue is a
wonderful learning experience. The
crews that students spend time with
start to become more like family the
more time they spend and train with
them. Each crew spends roughly one
hour a week training for different
types of incidents. Once a month the
whole squad gets together for dinner
and training where all levels are free
to share their opinions and discuss
matters of concern.

“The atmosphere at Colchester
Rescue is great, everyone is very sup-
portive of each other. If you ever need
help with anything our crew chiefs and
captains are very approachable. I have
had a great time so far, I have learned
a lot and I cant wait to see what hap-
pens next!”, says senior Mark
Gauthier, a current junior member.

One of the Colchester Rescue
Paramedics, Becky Alemy, who cur-
rently has junior members on two of

her crews talks a little on her per-
spective of the junior member pro-
gram.

“I love my junior members. They
bring curiosity, enthusiasm, and energy
that we don’t get from our more
experienced members.They always
keep me motivated to train and to

educate- them, myself, and the rest of
ours crews.”

Colchester Center Fire and
Malletts Bay Fire have a program that
allows student to connect with the
community in a whole different way.
They are able to respond to calls
whenever they are not in school.

Spring has brought warmer weather, and a new sport to Colchester.
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The critically acclaimed success of Breaking
Bad, has led to the development of a new se-
ries byVince Gilligan and Peter Gould.The cre-
ators have come together yet again withAMC
to produce Better Call Saul, a spin-off series
that won’t only be appealing to former/current
audiences of Breaking Bad, but will also edu-
cate those who are interested in learning
about Saul Goodman’s (Bob Odenkirk) in-
volvement in cases prior toWalterWhite’s, the
lead character in Breaking Bad.
Premiered on February 8th, the show takes

place six years before Walter White's begin-
ning and demonstrates Saul Goodman’s back-
ground prior to the events in Breaking Bad.
The series opens with Saul Goodman living

in Omaha, Nebraska, just as he had planned
during the final events of Breaking Bad. As
Goodman sits at home, watching old com-
mercials and advertisements for his law firm,
the series flashes back to 2002, where Jimmy
McGill is a struggling defense lawyer often find-
ing himself in troubling situations. McGill
comes across Mike Ehrmantraut, a familiar
character who is known for becoming one of
McGill’s assistants. From this point on, Jimmy
and Mike work together when solving/resolv-
ing cases, essentially leading to McGill’s estab-
lishment of a leading lawyer known as Saul
Goodman.

Better Call Saul has been closely compared
to Breaking Bad, with reviews already being
high.According to Jeff Korbelik of the Lincoln
Journal Star and critics of theWall Street Jour-
nal, “The first episode ends with a cliffhanger
of sorts, and another pleasant surprise. The
first two episodes reveal a show that will
greatly exhibit the same cinematic grandeur
that distinguished Breaking Bad.”

Such reviews seem to be proven right be-
cause each episode represents a series of new
surprises, again representing Vince Gilligan’s
and Peter Gould’s directing and writing skills.
Viewers can already say that the show is going
to expand knowledge of Saul Goodman and
other familiar characters that played roles in
Breaking Bad.

Star-
ring Mark Duplass, and
Olivia Wilde one might
expect to be laughing
through this creepy
movie, however Evan
Peters’ character is the
only one who plays it
comedically.

They play a group of scientists researching
how to bring things back to life, though rather
than preserving tissue as was originally in-
tended, the Lazarus Serum, the focus of the
project, is used instead to restart a dead dog’s
brain. Then the group’s funding is cut due to
violating their grant contract, their research is
confiscated and credit for creating a serum ca-
pable of bringing things back to life goes into
the hands of a corporate company. The scien-
tists decide to break into their lab and re-per-
form the experiment, filming everything as
evidence that the project was theirs. In their

haste to perform the experiment on another dog
Zoe (Olivia Wilde) is electrocuted and dies.
Her husband Frank (Mark Duplass) decides in
desperation to revive her using the serum.After
coming back Zoe is not the same and goes
crazy.
Overall, the movie is entertaining with some

very tense creepy scenes. It uses several jump
scares, most of which are earned. One scene
close to the end involves a character walking
through an almost completely dark hallway and
instead of a traditional jump, the scare turns out
to be only sound in the dark. It adds to the al-
ready tense atmosphere.
The movie also asks some big questions

about life after death, and what can possibly
happen if a person is brought back from death.
This is never fully explored though, and as
such, we don’t actually know what happens to
make Olivia Wilde’s character go on a crazy
rampage she does at the end.
The movie goes for something big, and then

settles for a slasher ending. It is still a better
slasher than the vast majority of horror movies
out these days.
I would recommend it, it was an entertaining

They have more restrictions for calls they
can go on and what they can do at a call, but
because they are not assigned to a specific
crew, they are better able to get to know the
entire department.

week to train as a department. They train on
things such as how to tie multiple types of
highly effective knots and issues like search-
ing for victims in burning buildings when the
visibility is poor.
“A lot of people wonder about a 14 year old

being a firefighter, how can that be? But you
can do a lot. You are an exterior firefighter,
you hold the hose and put out the fire from
the outside, you help the interior firefighters a
lot, and learn about being a firefighter before
becoming one at 18, when you can take Fire
1,” says Pete Cormier of Malletts Bay Fire
Department, a former cadet and CHS gradu-
ate.
Tyler Cootware is currently a senior at

Colchester High School and works on both

departments, he inspires the rest of the junior
members to be the best they can possibly be in
the some of the scariest situations. We strive
to achieve what he has on both departments
and he shares some of his struggles and gains.
"The best thing about being on both depart-

ments for me is being involved. A lot of the
work I do is responding to emergency situa-
tions, this forces me to interact with a lot of
the community. Having a role on both of these
agencies has allowed me to build unbeliev-
able friendships and create a second family. I
volunteer 20 hours a week, between both de-
partments. Being so busy forces me to be very
good at time management, but it’s still very
hard to juggle everything in one week. The
teachers at CHS are very understanding on
how different my schedule is compared to av-
erage high schoolers, they are helpful re-
minding me of missing things or sometimes
giving me an extra day or two to complete a
certain assignment. Overall, it has been an
amazing experience. I’m going to school next
year to study fire sciences with high hopes of
making fire and rescue my career.”

Unfortunately, that has proven to be incorrect
at CHS.
Students are required to ask for permission

to use the bathrooms-the reason being that
some students can be deceptive as to where
they’ll actually be.This is understandably frus-
trating, but what about the others? Why are
they being punished for something somebody
else did? Whatever happened to bathrooms
being a basic human right, especially for 18-year
old legal adults?

because the students’ parents pay the taxes to
fund our education; therefore, they must make
ALL decisions for us,whether we're 18 years old

or not.
Where is the middle ground? In just a matter

of weeks,we, the Class of 2015,will be living on
our own and making major life decisions. For
some of us, the transition will be easy, but for
others, it will be way too much to bear.A policy
needs to be implemented that allows students
to prepare to handle themselves in the real
world.

Have you noticed that the Colchester High
School store has been closed all year? The
store, which is run by the Crossroads pro-
gram, was always busy last year during the
lunch mods. They sold many different types
of candy, along with mints, and other items.
Ms. Jurnak, one the teachers in the Cross-

roads program said that they used the money
from the store for their end of the year pic-
nic, supplies for cooking projects and the
students in Crossroads would select a charity
In which to donate money.
The Crossroads program would like to re-

open the store, but they have to weave their
way around many complications to do so.
One of the major reasons is a new law that
requires healthy snacks. Most of the popular
healthy snacks are already being sold in a la
carte and Crossroads has not been allowed
to compete with items already being sold by
a la carte. Another problem to overcome is
to find items to sell that the students will buy.
The results of a recent survey distributed

through AT will be used to determine what
the student body wants to be sold at the
store; however, not all demands can be met,
but hopefully, most will be.

The use of cell-

Humanities teacher Mr.McCardle said, “They
could be useful and interesting tools and there
are occasion where I can see using them for re-
search purposes or things like that, but by and
large they seem to be a distraction”.

been impacted with technology and depending
on the class, cellphones can be a major bene-
fit.

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The Laker Nordic team recently completed
another successful season headed by coaches
Morgan Samler (tenth season) and Callie Dou-
glass (sixth season). Although the team lost
some steam with the strong senior forces of
last year, in the State Championship the girls’
team placed eighth out of eleven in Division I
and the boys finished in a strong sixth place out
of nine teams.The boys dropped a few spots,
having finished fifth out of eleven in the previ-
ous season, but the girls actually gained some
ground.
In the 2013-14 season, the girls’ team placed

ninth out of nine Division I teams.This step-up
in performance was due to increased fitness
and better technique from a number of seniors
and juniors with two to three seasons already
under their belt.

The boys’ team performance at the champi-
onship was highlighted by Nigel Sarrazin’s 13th
place finish in the boys’ classic 5k, and the girls’
classic relay team (Hannah Echo,Clara Johnson,
Jenna Baillargeon, and Hailey Thibault) had an

exciting seventh-place Division I finish (and
were tenth in combined D1/D2 teams); the
best the classic relay team has done since 2011.
The relay is generally the most popular event of
each race day, due to team encouragement and

regional competition coming head to head.
Junior Jenna Baillargeon said of the relay

“...working for a team makes it a lot more com-
petitive and exciting. I definitely do better be-
cause I’m motivated by my teammates.”
CHS Alpine also found speed on skis, al-

though for this sport they raced the slopes
rather than the trails. Head coach Kevin Ose
completed his fourth season leading the Laker
alpine team, and participation numbers have
continued to increase in the past four seasons.
The team consisted of about twenty racers.Al-
though they didn't qualify for the State Cham-
pionship races (slalom and giant slalom), junior
Abby Harrington was able to race as an indi-
vidual at Bromley Mountain on March 2nd and
Okemo Mountain on March 3rd. SeniorVeron-
ica Sioss also noted that the team became very
close thanks to all the time they spent together
at practice and races and that they were “able
to communicate in a way that was fun and
helped [the team] become better skiers”.

This past winter the boys' and girls' bas-
ketball teams seniors started the building
process. Even though the record didn’t in-
dicate this, both teams experienced some
success (Boys' 2-18, Girls' 8-13).
The girls’ basketball team started off slow

but ended up going on a five game winning
streak to increase their record to eight and
twelve. Those five games that they won se-
cured a spot in playoffs. Although they lost
in the first round of playoffs to Rice, they
never gave up and pushed each other every
second that they were on the court together.
Senior Casey LaBonte says “We worked

hard together as a team, but with only two
returning seniors, they had to make do with
what they had”.
On the other hand, the boys’ basketball

team started off with a win in their season
opener which set the tone for hard work
ethic. Although their record was two and
eighteen, they never gave up and always
worked hard. With the hard work they
showed this season, the games they lost
were usually really close.
Senior Noah Robinson commented, “I

thought we worked well as a team during
the season. We had our ups and downs but
as a team we played our hardest. There was
not one game that we didn't put 100 percent
of our effort into it."

The boys’ hockey team went on a playoff tear
all the way to the semi-finals despite a deceiving
5-14-1 regular season. Led by senior goalie, Erik
Swan and senior center and captain Jared Rylant,
the team struggled early in the year but did have
some highlights with Vermont Lumberjack player
Ryan Flannigan joining the team from Pennsyl-
vania.
The team entered the post season coming off

five straight losses and there was some doubt as
they started playoffs against the 2nd seed,
Spaulding. Despite the uphill climb the Lakers
did not show fear. Lead by senior Mark Gauthier
and junior Jake Stebbins, the Lakers defeated the
Crimson Tide and advanced into the semi-finals
where they faced the Rebels of South Burlington
High School.
The Rebels defeated our valiant Lakers and

went on to lose to top seeded Essex 3-2 in the
State Championship game.
The Boy’s hockey team was the closest winter

sport at Colchester to a state championship at any

division this year. But next year there will be
many questions for the Lakers. Including who
can replace the team’s MVP Erik Swan. Other
notable stars in the program like Rylant, Gauthier,
and senior Jared Antoniak graduate this spring.
The team does return some powerful players

though, associate captain Garrett St. Pierre, Steb-
bins, and junior Robbie Peters headline next
year’s perspective roster.

For the first time in program history, CHS Lady
Lakers merged with Burlington players to form
this past winter's hockey team.
The Burlington-Colchester (BC) SeaLakers

posted a 9-10-1 record in Vermont Division II
girls' hockey.
