What is the first step?
• you and your parent/guardian to go to FAFSA.gov and 

get an FSA ID (Federal Student Aid ID). This allows you 
to file and sign electronically 

*Both you and your guardian will make a FSA ID

the FAFSA. This will be a yearly occurrence!
• You will mostly likely be the one paying back the 

loans so it’s important for you to follow along. 

It doesn’t matter what 

type of school you want to attend.

• You need to fill out Vermont State Grant Application (available at 
www.vsac.org) 

• At the end of the FAFSA- screen that says “would you like to do your 
state grant application?” 

• If you click “yes”, much of that tedious data you entered in the FAFSA 
is imported into the VSAC grant for you! This is not the case if you 
come back later.
